I will be discussing,
through specific examples and stories, how my background in physics (with a
condensed matter specialization) has guided me through a rather long career
of design, invention and the creation of corporate wealth. This journey starts
with vacuum tube circuits in the early 1960's and winds its way through
developing quantum interference devices, designing research instruments and
applying cryo-cooler innovations. It has also generated numerous patents, and
built several companies.
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
