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Abstract:

Magnetics (the use of the electron spin) has been of technological
utility for far longer than electronics (the use of the electron
charge). After an introduction of some basic concepts, this talk
will explore the history and future of magnetic systems with a
focus on applications including spintronics, topological
magnetism, and skyrmionics.
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
